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The Importance of strong families can longer be ignored. They provide the stability, warmth 
and love we need to flourish as human beings, and the relationships they foster are the 
bedrock on which society is built.

The County Council has began work on a road 
safety scheme comprising of the re-allocation of 
carriageway space of Newport Road. The scheme 
will involve the introduction of mandatory cycle 
lanes in both directions and a central hatched 
area.

This scheme will provide two uncontrolled 
pedestrian crossing facilities, two sections of 
formalised parking bays on the northern side of 
Newport Road, the modification of the junctions 
of Old Newport Road and Vaendre Lane and 
the introduction of spiral road markings to the 
Cypress Drive roundabout.  

Unfortunately disruption is likely to occur but 
every effort is being made to keep this to a 
minimum.  Due to the nature of the work some 
evening or night time work may be necessary.

This scheme will improve safety and traffic flows 
and modification to the kerblines at the junction 
of Newport Road and Old Newport Road will 
improve safety for pedestrians crossing the road. 

There have been reports of traffic tailbacks as a 
result of these ongoing works but once the work 
is completed it is anticipated that traffic will flow 
freely.
